The primary purpose of the University of Wyoming Libraries is to provide collections, services
and study space for students, faculty and staff.

Requests for use of UW Library meeting rooms and space for meetings, lectures, exhibits,
seminars and conferences sponsored by University departments and outside groups will be
considered on an individual basis and must be approved by Libraries Administration. This
includes requests from UW students, faculty, staff, library faculty and staff, other libraries,
schools, and service organizations.

1. Semester long classes
2. Political rallies and demonstrations; promotion or endorsement of political candidates
